How do | clean my splint?

* Your splint is washable. Use lukewarm water with a mild detergent, and then leave it to air dry
naturally. Do not dry it on a heat source, such as a radiator.

* Remove the metal bar before you wash your splint.

» Do not machine wash or tumble dry your splint as this may destroy the elasticity of your splint.
What if | have any pain, irritation, or swelling?

Contact your therapist if you have any of the following.

* Red orirritated skin.

« Pain from your splint.
+ Swelling, undue stiffness, or numbness.
