By consolidating health and social care data, we can enhance the safety, accuracy, speed, and quality of your care, eliminating the need to repeat your medical or care history to each professional you encounter.
Only authorised professionals directly involved in your care can access your record.
How the KMCR will improve care
· Improve the patient or care recipient’s experience – less need to repeat information to multiple professionals
· Improve times and accuracy of clinical and social care decision making
· Improve safeguarding of vulnerable children and adults
